The organiser of a Group visit must apply and receive permission in advance of visiting the College by completing a Group Visit Application Form and either e-mailing it to the Visitor Liaison Officer at visitors@queens.cam.ac.uk or faxing it to 01223 335577 a minimum of 24 hours before the proposed day of visit or two days in advance if visiting Queens’ at the weekend.
There is an entrance charge of £2.50 for each member of the party at all times of the year (there is no charge for the Blue Badge Guide). Children under 12, members of the University of Cambridge; local Cambridge residents; and prospective candidates for admission as students are exempt from the entrance charge.
When the College is open to tours please pay the entry fee at the Visitors’ Gate during the periods 13 March 2010 to 17 May 2010 and 20 June 2010 to 3 October 2010.  At all other times payment must be received by the Visitor Liaison Officer 24 hours prior to the visit.  Refunds cannot be given less than 24 hours before the visit.
